RULES OF THE FITZROY JUNIOR FOOTBALL CLUB INC 2003

Part 1 – Preliminary 

1.
Name of the club
The name of the incorporated association is the Fitzroy Junior Football Club Inc (in these Rules called the “FJFC”).

2.
Purposes of the club
The purposes for which the FJFC is established are –

(a) to operate a sports club for residents of Fitzroy and surrounding areas; and

(b) to provide equal opportunity for community participation and recreation for children from a variety of socio-economic and cultural backgrounds and sporting abilities; and

(c) to provide a sense of community spirit and cooperation in the broader Fitzroy community; and

(d) to pursue the interests of the Fitzroy Junior Football Club.

Note: 
The above purposes are from the official Statement of Purposes for the FJFC lodged under the Act at the time of incorporation. 
3.
Definitions for these Rules
In these Rules, unless the contrary intention appears -  

"Act" means the Associations Incorporation Act 1981;

"annual membership fee" means the fee established in accordance with rule 9;
"business day" means a day other than a Saturday or Sunday or a public holiday appointed under the Public Holidays Act 1993;
"chair" means the person chairing the meeting in accordance with these Rules;
"Committee" means the Committee of the FJFC elected in accordance with these Rules; 

"financial year" means the year ending on 30 September; 

“FJFC” means the Fitzroy Junior Football Club Inc established under the Act;

"general meeting" means an annual general meeting or a special general meeting of the FJFC (as the case requires); 

"junior member" has the meaning given in rule 5(1)(a);

"life member" has the meaning given in rule 5(1)(c);
"member" means a member of the FJFC; 

"parent" includes – 

(a) a step-parent;

 (b) an adoptive parent;

 (c) a foster parent;

 (d) a guardian;

(e) a person who has custody or daily care and control-
of the child;
"parent member" has the meaning given in rule 5(1)(b);

“registration” means the registration of an eligible person as an FJFC player in the manner and form approved by the Committee; 
"Regulations" means the regulations made under the Act; 

"relevant documents" has the same meaning as in the Act;

"social member" has the meaning given in rule 5(1)(d).
"special resolution" means a resolution at a special general meeting resulting from a notice given under rule 14(7).
4. How these Rules can be altered

These Rules and the statement of purposes of the FJFC must not be altered except in accordance with the Act. 

Part 2 – Membership of the FJFC

5.
What are the membership categories?

(1)
The FJFC consists of the following categories of members -

(a) Junior Member
A person who is:

(a) less than 17 years old; or

(b) a person who is 17 years old but who turned that age only during the relevant calendar year;

can be a junior member of the FJFC, subject to these Rules.  A junior member has no voting rights and instead, subject to these Rules, those rights are held by their parent or parents.

(b) Parent Member
A person who is a parent of a junior member can be a parent member of the FJFC, subject to these Rules.  A parent member has the voting and other rights set out in these Rules.

(c) Life member 

A person who has given outstanding service to the FJFC and who is nominated and elected as a life member can be a life member of the FJFC, subject to these Rules.  A life member has no voting rights unless the life member is also a parent member.
(d) Social Member
A person approved by the Committee can be a social member, subject to these Rules. A social member has no voting rights unless the social member is also a parent member. 
(2)
The maximum number of members in each category (if any) must be determined by the Committee from time to time in accordance with these Rules.
6.
Who is eligible to be a member?


A person can be a member of the FJFC if the person:

(a) meets the description contained in a membership category set out in rule 5; and

(b) supports the aims set out in the FJFC’s Statement of Purposes; and

(c) agrees to follow these Rules; and

(i) in the case of a person eligible to be a junior member, the person is registered as a player; or

(ii) 

in the case of a person eligible to be a parent member, the  person referred to in paragraph (i) is registered; or

(iii)

in the case of a life member, is elected under rule 11; or 

(iv)
in the case of a social member, the person applies for membership; and

(d) is accepted by the Committee to be a member; and

(e) pays the annual membership fee or it has been paid in relation to the person as follows:

(i) for a person eligible to be a junior member, the fee has been paid by a parent or the parents of that person, unless the Committee has fully subsidised the fee or has delayed liability for payment under rule 10.

(ii)


for a prospective social member, the fee has been paid by that person.

7.
How an application for junior, parent or social membership must be made

An application for junior, parent or social membership of the FJFC must -  

(a)
be made in writing in the form approved by the Committee from time to time; and

(b) 
be given to the Secretary. 

8.
How membership occurs and how applications, etc are processed and recorded
(1)
As soon as practicable after receiving a player registration or a membership application, the Secretary must refer it to the Committee. 
(2)
The Committee must determine whether to approve or reject the application.


Junior membership and parent membership - registration
(3)
Junior membership and parent membership occurs when the Committee has approved an application for membership and an eligible person registers as a player with the FJFC.  Accordingly, when registration happens, the Committee must ensure that membership occurs in accordance with these Rules.


Life membership - election
(4)
Similarly, for life membership, as long as a life member is validly elected as a life member under rule 11, the Committee must ensure that the membership occurs in accordance with these Rules.

Social membership - application

(5)
However, in the case of an application for social membership, the Committee must decide whether to approve or reject the application. 

(6)
If the Committee notes or approves an application for social membership, the Secretary must, as soon as practicable -  

(a)
tell the applicant; and 

(b)
ask for payment of the annual membership fee within 28 days. 

Entry of names in the Members’ Register
(7)
The Secretary must, within 14 days of receiving –

(a)
in the case of a junior member or a parent member, the approved application for membership, the membership fee and the relevant notice of registration; or

(b)
in the case of a life member, notice of the election of a person as a life member; or

(c)
in the case of a social member, the approved application for membership and the membership fee;

enter the applicant's name and details in the Members’ Register. 

What happens when membership occurs?

(8)
An applicant becomes a member when their name is entered in the Members’ Register.  When that happens, the member –

(a)
can exercise the rights and privileges of membership, subject to these Rules; and

(b)
must share the responsibilities of membership, including supporting the purposes of the FJFC.
Rejection of application
(9)
If the Committee rejects an application for junior membership, parent membership or social membership, the Committee must tell the applicant in writing as soon as practicable. 


Status of rights or obligations of membership

(10)
A right, privilege, or obligation of membership - 

(a)
cannot be transferred or given to another person; and 

(b) ends when membership ends. 

9.
How annual membership fees are set and which members must pay them 
(1)
The annual membership fee for junior members and social members is set by the Committee from time to time.

(2)
Unless rule 10 applies, parent members must pay the annual membership fee for relevant junior members 
(3)
Social members must pay their own annual membership fee.

(4)
Life members are not required to pay an annual membership fee. 
(5)
The Committee may determine that the annual membership fee for social members is to be calculated as a percentage of the annual membership fee for junior members.

10.
When annual membership fees are due
(1)
Annual membership fees must be paid on or before the day each year when the YJFL season commences.
(2)
However, the Committee may adopt and apply guidelines to enable the club to
fully or partially subsidise or
delay payment of the annual junior membership fee by parent members where there are special circumstances.  However, payment cannot be subsidised or delayed if the parent member is also a Committee Member. 

Example: 
The Committee may develop guidelines for when relevant parent members are suffering severe financial or personal hardship (unless the parent is also a Committee member).  
(3)
If payment of an annual membership fee is subsidised or delayed under sub-rule (2), the relevant junior and parent members have the same rights and privileges as if the fee had been paid in accordance with sub-rule (1).

11.
How life members are nominated and elected
(1) The Committee may nominate any current or former FJFC member as a life member if it considers that the member has given outstanding service to the FJFC. 

(2)
Notice of the nomination must be given in the notice calling the general meeting under rule 20 at which the nomination will be considered. 

(3)
A two-thirds majority of parent members at the meeting is required to elect a member as a life member.

12.
Members’ Register to be kept and made freely available to members
(1)
The Secretary must keep an up to date Members’ Register containing -  

(a)
the membership categories: and

(b)
each member’s name and address in the appropriate categories; and 

(b)
each member’s home phone number, mobile phone number, fax number and e-mail address (if the member has these); and

(c)
the date when the member's name was put in the Register. 

(2)
The Register must be made freely available by the Secretary for inspection by any member who asks for it.

(3)
A member may copy any entry in the Register. 

(4)
Inspection or copying of information is not permitted under sub-rules (2) and (3) if these are prohibited by another law.

Note for sub-rules (2), (3) and (4): The Privacy Act 1988 (Clth) and the Health Records Act 2001 govern the collection, storage and use of certain information about persons. 

13.
When membership ends
(1)
If annual membership fees have been paid by or in relation to a member, the member may resign from the FJFC by giving 14 days notice in writing to the Secretary of the intention to resign. 

(2)
At the end of the period in sub-rule (1) -  

(a)
the membership ends; and 

(b)
the Secretary must record the date when the membership ended in the Members’ Register. 

(3)
A junior member’s membership ends if the member is deregistered by the relevant League or Association or is otherwise removed from the list of eligible players kept by those bodies.
(4)
A parent member’s membership ends at the same time that the relevant junior member’s membership ends. 
14.
Discipline, suspension and expulsion of members 

Non- compliance or conduct unbecoming – warning, suspension, expulsion

(1)
Subject to these Rules, if the Committee considers that a member refuses or neglects to comply with these Rules, or is guilty of conduct unbecoming a member or prejudicial to the interests of the FJFC, the Committee may -  

(a)
Issue a written warning to the member; or 

(b)
Suspend the member for a specified period; or 

(c)
Expel the member. 

Natural justice to be given

(2)
Unless there are exceptional circumstances, before determining that a member is guilty of the conduct specified in sub-rule (1), the Committee must give the member:

(a)
full details in writing of the allegations against them; and

(b)
a proper opportunity to be heard, including by giving due consideration to any written statement submitted by the member.

Confirmation of resolution
(3)
A resolution of the Committee under sub-rule (1) has no effect unless -  

(a)
the Committee confirms it at a meeting under sub-rule (4); and 

(b)
if the member appeals to the FJFC under this rule, the FJFC confirms the resolution in accordance with this rule. 

Notice to be given
(4)
A Committee meeting to confirm or revoke a resolution under sub-rule (1) must be held no earlier than 14 days and no later than 28 days, after notice is given to the member under sub-rule (5). 

(5)
To give notice under sub-rule (4), the Secretary must, as soon as practicable, ensure a written notice is given to the member -  

(a)
setting out the resolution of the Committee and the grounds for it; and

(b)
stating that the member or his or her representative, may address the Committee at a meeting to be held no earlier than 14 days and no later than 28 days after notice is given to the member; and 

(c)
stating the date, place and time of the meeting; and 

(d)
telling the member that the member may do one or both of the following -  

(i)
attend the meeting; 

(ii)
give the Committee before the meeting date a written statement seeking the revocation of the resolution; 

(e)
telling the member that, if the Committee confirms the resolution at the meeting,  the member may no later than 48 hours after the meeting, give the Secretary a notice stating that the member wants to appeal to the FJFC in general meeting. 

Committee meeting
(6)
At a Committee meeting to confirm or revoke a resolution passed under sub-rule (1), the Committee must -  

(a)
give the member, or his or her representative, a proper opportunity to be heard; and 

(b)
give due consideration to any written statement submitted by the member; and 

(c)
determine by resolution whether to confirm or to revoke the resolution. 

(7)
If at the Committee meeting, the Committee confirms the resolution, the member may, no later than 48 hours after the meeting, give the Secretary a notice stating that the member wants to appeal to the FJFC in general meeting. 

General meeting
(8)
If the Secretary receives a notice under sub-rule (7), the member must notify the Committee and the Committee must hold a special general meeting of the FJFC within 21 days of the date when the Secretary received the notice. 

(9)
At a special general meeting of the FJFC convened under sub-rule (8) -  

(a)
no business other than the appeal may be conducted; and

(b)
the Committee may put to the meeting details of the grounds for the resolution and the reasons for passing it; and 

(c)
the member, or his or her representative, must be given an opportunity to be heard; and 

(d)
the members present must vote by secret ballot on whether the resolution should be confirmed or revoked. 

Two thirds majority required
(10)
A resolution is confirmed if, at the general meeting, two-thirds or more of the members vote in favour.  Otherwise, the resolution is revoked. 


General

(11)
A representative of a member under this rule must not be lawyer. 

15.
Disputes and how they are to be resolved and mediated 

(1)
The grievance procedure in this rule applies to disputes affecting the interests of the FJFC and which are between -  

(a)
a member and another member; or 

(b)
a member and the FJFC. 

Parties must meet

(2)
The parties to the dispute must meet and discuss the matter in dispute, and, if possible, resolve it within 14 days of becoming aware of it. 

Mediation
(3)
If the parties cannot resolve the dispute at the meeting, or if a party fails to attend, then the parties must meet with a mediator within 10 days. 

(4)
The mediator must be -  

(a)
a person agreed by the parties; or 

(b)
if the parties do not agree - 

(i)
for a dispute between a member and another member - a person appointed by the FJFC Committee; or 

(ii)
for a dispute between a member and the FJFC - a mediator appointed or employed by Mediation Services Victoria (Department of Justice). 

(5)
The parties must bear their own costs for a mediation.


(6)
A parent member of the FJFC can be a mediator. 

(7)
The mediator cannot be one of the parties to the dispute. 

(8)
The parties to the dispute must, in good faith, attempt to settle the dispute by mediation.

(9)
The mediator, in conducting the mediation, must -  

(a)
give the parties a proper opportunity to be heard; and 

(b)
allow due consideration by all parties of any written statement given by any party; and 

(c)
ensure that natural justice is given to the parties during the mediation. 

(10)
The mediator must not determine the dispute. 

(11)
If the mediation does not resolve the dispute, the parties may seek to resolve it in accordance with the Act or otherwise at law. 
Part 3 – Annual General Meetings of the FJFC

16.
Holding of annual general meetings
(1)
The annual general meeting of the FJFC must be held between 1 October and 30 November each year.   The Committee may decide the date, time and place of the meeting.  

(2)
The notice convening the annual general meeting must state that the meeting is an annual general meeting. 

17.
What is the business of annual general meetings?
Ordinary business of an AGM
(1)
The ordinary business of the annual general meeting is -  

(a)
to confirm the minutes of the previous FJFC annual general meeting and of any special general meeting held since that meeting; and 

(b)
to receive reports and statements from the Committee under section 30(3) of the Act on the –

(i)
income and expenditure of the FJFC during the previous financial year; and

(ii)
the assets and liabilities of the FJFC at the end of its last financial year; and 

(iii)
mortgages, charges and securities of any description affecting any of the property of the FJFC at the end of the previous financial year (and the significant transactions if any during the financial year that affected those matters); and

(c)
to elect the officers of the FJFC. 

Special business of an AGM
(2)
The annual general meeting may conduct any special business if notice of the business has been given in accordance with these Rules. 

Part 4 – Special General Meetings of the FJFC

18.
Holding of special general meetings

(1)
In addition to the annual general meeting, special general meetings may be held in the same year. 

(2)
The Committee may call a special general meeting when it thinks fit. 

(3)
The Committee must, if asked in writing by parent members representing at least 10 per cent of all FJFC parent members, hold a special general meeting. 

(4)
The request for a special general meeting must -  

(a)
state the objects of the meeting; and 

(b)
be signed by the parent members asking for the meeting; and 

(c)
be sent to the address of the Secretary. 

(5)
If the Committee does not arrange a special general meeting to be held within one month of the date when the request is sent to the Secretary, the parent members making the request may hold a special general meeting themselves no later than 3 months after that date. 

(6)
If a special general meeting is held by parent members in accordance with this rule, it must be held in the same manner so far as possible as a meeting held by the Committee.  All reasonable expenses incurred in holding the meeting must be refunded by the FJFC to the persons incurring the expenses.

19.
Special business at special general meetings
All business at a special general meeting and all business at the annual general meeting, except for business conducted under the Rules as ordinary business of the annual general meeting, is special business. 

Part 5 – Provisions that apply to Annual General Meetings and Special General Meetings of the FJFC

20.
How notice of general meetings must be given 
(1)
The Secretary – 

(a)
at least 14 days;

(b)
or if a special resolution is proposed, at least 21 days,

before the date fixed for a general meeting of the FJFC, send a notice electronically or by ordinary post to parent members stating the place, date and time of the meeting and the nature of the business for the meeting.


(2)
The Secretary should also attempt to make the notice freely available at any meeting, gathering, function or event at which it is reasonably expected that a majority of parent members will attend.



Example:  It may be reasonably expected that a majority of parent members will attend the FJFC annual awards presentation.   However, it may not be reasonably expected that a majority of members would attend some other club functions, such as an auction night.   


(3)
No business other than that set out in the notice convening the meeting can be conducted at the meeting. 

(4)
A parent member intending to bring any business before a meeting must notify the Secretary in writing, or by fax or e-mail, of that business must include that business in the notice calling the next general meeting. 
21.
What is the quorum at general meetings? 

(1)
No item of business can be conducted at a general meeting unless a quorum of parent members is present when the meeting considers that item. 

(2)
Five parent members present are a quorum for a general meeting. 

(3)
If, within half an hour after the time for the start of a general meeting, a quorum is not present - 

(i)
for a special general meeting held on the request of parent members - the meeting is dissolved; and 

(ii)
for an annual general meeting or a special general meeting called by the Committee - the meeting is adjourned to the same day in the next week at the same time and (unless another place is specified by the Chair at the time of the adjournment or by written notice to parent members given before the day to which the meeting is adjourned) at the same place. 

(4)
If at the adjourned meeting a quorum is not present within half an hour of the time for the start of the meeting, the parent members present (not less than three) are a quorum. 

22.
Who chairs general meetings?

(1)
The President or in the President's absence, the Vice-President, must chair each general meeting. 

(2)
If the President and the Vice-President are absent from a general meeting or cannot chair, the parent members present at the meeting must select one of the parent members to be Chair. 

23.
Adjournment of general meetings 

(1)
The Chair may, with the agreement of a majority of parent members present, adjourn the meeting from time to time and place to place. 

(2)
No business can be conducted at an adjourned meeting other than the unfinished business from the adjourned meeting. 

(3)
If a meeting is adjourned for 14 days or more, notice of the adjourned meeting must be given in accordance with rule 20. 

(4)
Except as provided in sub-rule (3), it is not necessary to give notice of an adjournment or of the business to be conducted at an adjourned meeting. 

24.
Register of parent members to be available and completed by members
(1)
The Secretary must ensure that a Register of parent members is placed in a prominent place at each annual general meeting and at each special general meeting.

(2)
The Secretary must ensure that the Register of parent members contains sufficient space to enable each parent member attending the meeting to list their name and address.

(3)
Parent members must complete the Register before the meeting starts or, if there are special circumstances, before attempting to vote on any question.
25.
How voting operates at general meetings 


(1)
Subject to sub-rule (5), a parent member can vote at an annual general meeting or a special general meeting of the FJFC if the parent member has completed a valid entry in time in the Register of parent members.  

(2)
A parent member has one vote and one vote only.

(3)
Votes must be given personally at meetings and cannot be given by proxy. 

(4)
When there are equal votes on a question, the Chair may exercise a second or casting vote. 

(5)
(a)
A parent member cannot vote at –

(i)
an annual general meeting unless all membership fees owing to the FJFC in relation to relevant junior members have been paid in accordance with rule 10; or

(ii)
a special general meeting unless all membership fees owing to the FJFC in relation to relevant junior members have been paid before the meeting.

(b)
Despite paragraph (a), a parent can vote at the relevant meeting if membership fees have been fully subsidised or delayed by the Committee under rule 10.
26.
How polls are taken at general meetings 

(1)
If a poll at a general meeting is demanded on any question by not less than 3 parent members, it must be taken at that meeting in the manner the Chair directs.  The poll is the resolution of the meeting on that question. 

(2)
Despite sub-rule (1), any parent member may move at a general meeting that a secret ballot be held on any question.  If the motion is seconded by another parent member and passed by a simple majority of parent members, the Chair must hold a secret ballot.

(3)
A poll demanded on the election of a Chair or on an adjournment at a general meeting must be taken immediately and a poll demanded on any other question must be taken before the close of the meeting as the Chair directs. 
27.
When is a resolution carried at a general meeting

If a question at a general meeting of the FJFC is determined on a show of hands of parent members present -  

(a)
a declaration by the Chair that a resolution is -  

(i)
carried; or 

(ii)
carried unanimously; or 

(iii)
carried by a particular majority; or 

(iv)
lost; and 

(b)
an entry to that effect in the minute book of the FJFC -  

is evidence of the number or proportion of the votes on that resolution. 
Part 6 – The FJFC Committee of Management

28.
What are the functions and powers of the Committee? 

(1)
The FJFC is managed by the Committee. 

(2)
The FJFC Committee -  

(a)
controls and manages the business and operations of the FJFC; and 

(b)
may, subject to these Rules, the Act and the Regulations, exercise all powers and functions of the FJFC except the powers and functions required by these Rules to be exercised by general meetings; and

(c)
subject to these Rules, the Act and the Regulations, can perform all acts and things the Committee considers essential for the proper management of the FJFC. 

29.
Who is on the Committee?
Subject to section 23 of the Act, the FJFC Committee consists of the officers of the FJFC who are elected at the annual general meeting each year. 

30.
Who are the office holders of the Committee?
(1)
The officers of the FJFC are -  

(a)
a President; 



(b)
a Secretary;  

(c)
a Treasurer;
(d)
up to five other parent members of the FJFC elected to hold office on the Committee.
 (2)
Rule 31 applies to the election of persons to the offices specified in sub-rule (1). 

(3)
Officers hold office until the next annual general meeting after their election and can be re-elected. 

(4)
If there is a casual vacancy in an office, the Committee may appoint a Committee member or a parent member to the office and that member may continue in office until the end of the annual general meeting after the date of the appointment. 

31.
How are officers nominated and elected? 
(1)
Nominations of candidates for election as officers of the Committee – 

(a)
must be made be made in writing by two parent members of the FJFC and be accompanied by the written consent of the candidate; and

(b)
must be delivered in writing to the Secretary at least 7 days before the date fixed for the annual general meeting.

(2)
A candidate must be a parent member of the FJFC and can only be nominated for one office at a time. 

(3)
However, a parent member cannot stand as a candidate if:

(a)
the member has been found guilty of an indictable offence or, within the last 10 years, any offence involving assault or dishonesty; or

(b)
is an insolvent under administration within the meaning of the Corporations Act; or 

(c)
the annual membership fee for a relevant junior member has not been paid in accordance with rule 9 (unless the fees have been subsidised or delayed in accordance with rule 10).

 (4)
If the nominations equal the vacancies to be filled, the persons nominated are elected. 

(5)
If the nominations exceed the vacancies to be filled, a ballot must be held. 

(6)
The ballot for the election of officers of the Committee must be conducted at the annual general meeting and in the manner the Committee directs. 

32.
How vacancies arise on the Committee 

The office of an officer of the FJFC, is vacant immediately if the officer —

(a)
is found guilty of an indictable offence or any offence involving assault or dishonesty; or

(b)
is an insolvent under administration within the meaning of the Corporations Act; or 

(c)
is no longer a parent member of the FJFC; or

(d)
resigns from office by notice in writing given to the Secretary. 

33.
When Committee meetings must be held

(1)
The Committee must meet at least 6 times each year at the places and times that the Committee determines. 

(2)
Special meetings of the Committee may be called by the President or by any 5 members of the Committee. 

34.
How notice of Committee meetings must be given 

(1)
Notice of Committee meetings must be given to each Committee member at least 3 business days before the meeting. 

(2)
Notice of any special meeting must be given to Committee members specifying the general nature of the business to be conducted.  No other business can be conducted at that meeting.  

(3)
Notice must be given in writing including by fax or e-mail (if the member has these), unless the Committee unanimously accepts another method.

35.
What is the quorum for Committee meetings?
(1)
Any 5 members of the Committee are a quorum for a Committee meeting. 

(2)
No business can be conducted unless a quorum is present. 

(3)
If within half an hour of the time appointed for the meeting a quorum is not present -  

(i)
for a special meeting - the meeting lapses; 

(ii)
for any other case - the meeting is adjourned to the same place and the same time and day in the following week. 

(4)
The Committee may act despite any vacancy on the Committee. 

36.
Who chairs Committee meetings?
At Committee meetings -  

(a)
the President or in the President's absence, the Vice-President, must chair; or 

(b)
if the President and the Vice-President are absent or cannot chair, the members present must select one of them as Chair. 

37.
How voting operates at Committee meetings 

(1)
Questions at a Committee meeting or at a meeting of any sub-Committee of the Committee, must be determined on a show of hands or if a member asks, by a poll taken in the manner the Chair directs. 

(2)
Each member present at a Committee meeting or at a meeting of any sub-Committee of the Committee (including the Chair), has one vote.  If the votes on any question are equal, the Chair may exercise a second or casting vote. 

38.
How Committee members can be removed
(1)
The FJFC in general meeting may, by resolution passed by two-thirds of the parent members present at the meeting, remove a Committee member before the member's term ends and appoint another member until the term of the first-mentioned member ends. 
(2)
A member who is the subject of a proposed resolution referred to in sub-rule (1) may make written representations to the Secretary or President of the FJFC (of a reasonable length) and may ask that these be given to the parent members of the FJFC. 

(3)
The Secretary or the President may give a copy of the representations to each parent member of the FJFC or, if they are not given, the member may require that they be read out at the meeting. 
39.
Secretary to keep minutes and attendance details
The Secretary of the FJFC must keep minutes of general meetings and Committee meetings and details of the persons who attend those meetings. 

40.
Committee must consult team managers

The Committee must consult and meet regularly with the team managers of each FJFC team.  
Part 5 – Financial and Administrative Matters

41.
Funds and financial requirements

(1)
The Treasurer of the FJFC must –

(a)
collect and receive moneys due to the FJFC; and
(b)
make any payments authorised by the FJFC ; and 

(b)
keep correct accounts and books showing the financial affairs of the FJFC with full details of all receipts and expenditure. 

(2)
The assets and income of the FJFC must be applied solely to further the purposes of the club. No portion is to be distributed directly or indirectly to members except as bona fide compensation for services rendered or expenses incurred on behalf of the FJFC.
Note:  The purposes of the FJFC are set out in rule 2.
(3)
All payments including cheques, other negotiable instruments and cash payments must be –

(a)
approved by at least two Committee members; and 

(b)
signed off by the Committee member authorised by the Committee to make those approvals or to give that signature, as the case may be.
(3)
The funds of the FJFC come from annual membership fees, donations, grants and any other sources the Committee determines. 
42.
Holding of and fixing of the common seal 

(1)
The common seal of the FJFC must be kept by the Secretary. 

(2)
The common seal must not be fixed to documents except with Committee authority.

(3)
The fixing of the common seal must be attested by the signatures of at least two Committee members authorised by the Committee for that purpose.

43.
How notices must be given to members 

Except for the requirements in rules 8 and 20, a notice required to be given to a member, by on behalf of the FJFC, under these Rules must be given by –

(a)
personally giving or delivering the notice to the member; or 

(b)
fax, if the member asks that the notice be given in that way; or 

(c)
e-mail, if the member asks that the notice be given in that way; or

(d)
prepaid post addressed to the member at the member's address listed in the Members’ Register.

44.
How assets must be disposed of during winding up 

In the winding up or the cancellation of the incorporation of the FJFC, the assets of the FJFC must be disposed of in accordance with the Act. 

45.
Holding of and inspection of books and records 

(1)
Except as otherwise provided in these Rules, the Secretary must keep custody or control of all books, documents and securities of the FJFC. 

(2)
All accounts, books, securities and other relevant documents of the FJFC must be made available for free inspection by any member who asks, unless inspection is prohibited by another law.

(3)
A member may copy any accounts, books, securities and any other relevant documents of the FJFC, unless copying is prohibited by another law. 

Note for sub rules (2) and (3):
The Privacy Act 1988 (Cth) and the Health Records Act 2001 govern the collection, storage and use of certain information about persons.
