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Coaching Director’s Report – Ron Gauci


With over half the season now complete, Fitzroy JFC should be very proud of our progress thus far. Certainly if the enthusiasm of the coaches and players is any indication, this has already been a successful year.


Some interesting Facts


70% of our teams have increased their success rate over this time last year.


70% of our teams have improved their ladder positions over this time last year.


More than half of our teams are currently in the four, each a good chance for a Grand Final berth.


Every team has experienced success this year and therefore have all had the opportunity to stretch their vocal chords and sing the Club song.


Every team has a full & healthy player list. What this means of course is that as coaches are making selection decisions based on training attendance, more players are attending training which enables more challenging training resulting in more development. 





This is a positive story to tell. The information we collect and the analysis we obtain, allows us to continue to develop & implement programs which improve player’s individual performance and, more importantly and hopefully their enjoyment of the game and each other.

















A new Constitution for the FJFC?





The FJFC Committee has begun a process to establish a new Constitution for the club.


What is the purpose of a Constitution?


The Constitution is a key document that enables clubs to be properly managed.  It sets out requirements on club membership,  the holding of club general meetings, membership fees, the FJFC Management Committee, disciplinary matters & some general administrative matters.


Why does the FJFC need a new Constitution?


The FJFC is incorporated body under an Act of Parliament called the Associations Incorporation Act 1981.  Under that Act, unless a club adopts its own Constitution, it must operate under a set of rules called the Model Rules.  The Model Rules are set out in regulations made under the Act.  The Model Rules are not suitable to the FJFC. 


What is the problem with the Model Rules?


As they try to cater for all clubs, the Model Rules are general and do not provide adequately for the FJFC’s particular needs.  For example, the Model Rules don’t clearly say who an FJFC member is, don’t clearly say when club annual general meetings should be held, don’t clearly say how voting operates at club meetings, don’t say adequately who can be on the FJFC Executive Committee, don’t specify some basic financial controls, e.g. two signatures on club cheques.


What is the Committee doing about the problem?


The FJFC Committee drafted a new Constitution over the summer and it has planned a process for consulting members during the year.  It is hoped that the club will adopt the document at the end of the process.  The process involves extensive consultation with FJFC members and provides opportunities for discussion and comment on the draft with the Committee and other club members.  The document and the process have been advertised to club members through club newsletters and the club web site.  Also, the Constitution document is available for download from the FJFC website.


What are the stages in the consultative process?


The key dates & stages in the reform process are detailed on the club web-site.


Next meeting - 29 July to discuss Third Membership draft, Community rooms, 7.30pm.


Where do I get a copy of the draft Constitution?


Copies of the Constitution can be downloaded from the FJFC website. 


How do I comment on the draft Constitution?


FJFC members are encouraged to attend and discuss the document at the scheduled meetings.  You can also send comments to the club by mail, through a committee member or via the comments section of the website.

In the Yarra Junior Football League there are different types of Inter-league and representative football.





Under 14 & Under 15 Metropolitan Smoke-free Championships:


These are YJFL U/15 & U/14 teams which play other junior football league representative teams from all over Melbourne.


The YJFL invite players directly from the clubs in the YJFL & clubs are also asked to nominate players. All players invited & nominated attend training sessions from which the final squads (26 players in each team) are then chosen. This year the YJFL is fielding one U/15 team & two U/14 teams.





Under 10, Under 11, Under 12, Under 13 & Under 14 Inter-league Representative Football:


This is an annual event between the YJFL & the Waverley JFL, where a representative team in each of those age groups play off against each other. 





All YJFL clubs are asked to nominate one player in each of these age groups, except the U13s. In the U13s the YJFL has a special development program which aims to implement programs to develop the skills of players in this age group. Development officers have been appointed & they will select the U13 players for this event.





The league then selects the final squads for each team from the nominations put forward by the clubs. The league also asks the clubs to nominate coaches in these respective age groups. The league then selects the coaches who will coach the teams for this event.





This event is held on the middle weekend of the 2nd term school holidays.





YJFL Under 14 & Under 15 Queensland Representative Squad:


This is an event only a couple of seasons old. Where a representative team in this combined age group plays against a representative team from a junior football league in Queensland.





This event is held in Queensland during the Victorian 2nd term school holidays.
